DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED WORKSHOPS (PROVISIONAL LIST)

1. AnaEE ERIC [Tuesday afternoon, 1:30 pm - 3:30 pm]
Organizer: Jean-François Le Galliard (AnaEE France national node) and Michel Boër (DG ERIC AnaEE)
The aim of this workshop is to organize a collective discussion between the platforms integrated into AnaEE Europe in order to better identify their needs and expectations with regard to the European infrastructure, to share information concerning ERIC activities, to exchange on the contribution of each to the European infrastructure and to discuss ongoing and programmed European projects. We will also assess needs in terms of articulation with AnaEE France's activities and tools (ISIA, communication, pricing, etc.). The workshop will be led by AnaEE France, with ERIC representatives in attendance.
2. In natura experimental sites: what specificities, what services? [Tuesday afternoon, 1:30 - 3:30 pm]
Organizer: Jean-Gabriel Valay (Lautaret, UGA) and Laurence Denaix (AnaEE France)
The aim of this workshop is to discuss the current organization of AnaEE France's in natura experimentation facilities for the internal and external user community (long-term experimentation services, access to ecosystems, sample and data supplies) to better identify the diversity and commonalities between sites, and to reflect on the services that can be provided on instrumented in natura experimentation sites. The constraints associated with monitoring in natura sites will also be addressed. 
3. [bookmark: _Hlk155796127]Prospective for experimental sites in natura [Tuesday afternoon, 4 pm - 6 pm]
Organizer:  Laurence Denaix (AnaEE France)
How can we answer tomorrow's scientific questions and challenges in the context of long-term experiments? This forward-looking workshop, which will follow on from the related workshop on the services of in natura experimental facilities, will offer an opportunity to discuss the evolution of in natura experimental sites in relation to tomorrow's major climatic and societal challenges.
4. Using containment systems to study climate change [Tuesday afternoon, 4 pm - 6 pm]
Organizer: Olivier Ravel (Ecotron de Montpellier, CNRS)
Containment chambers are a remarkable tool for studying model ecosystems with precision. The aim of this workshop is to share the methods developed by AnaEE in experimenting on terrestrial or aquatic ecosystems using these containment systems, and to take a forward-looking approach to the technological and scientific needs of the community to improve existing systems both in their design and instrumentation, their installation and monitoring, and in the context of climate change simulations.
5. Analytical science fronts [Tuesday afternoon, 4 pm - 6 pm]
Organizer: Christian Mougin (BiochemEnv, INRAE)
The aim will be to brainstorm on issues, technological innovations and prospects of interest to AnaEE France's analytical platforms.

6. Gaps in the AnaEE experimental platform landscape [Wednesday morning, 8:30 - 10:30 am] 
Organizer: Jean-François Le Galliard (AnaEE France)
AnaEE France offers a diverse range of experimental platforms in natural and controlled environments. Yet few projects exploit the infrastructure's capacity to conduct experiments on similar ecosystems under different control conditions. What are the prospects for exploiting the transversality between experimental facilities? In addition, the scope of the infrastructure must take into account future research challenges. Which experimental facilities will complete the AnaEE France panorama? This workshop will explore the various thematic and technical fields covered by the platform communities, to identify the infrastructure's gaps and needs. Users may be invited to this session to express their "user" point of view on the tools offered by AnaEE France.
7. The GREEN-omics national thematic network [Wednesday morning, 8:30 - 10:30 am] 
Organizer: Philippe Vandenkoornhuyse (EcogenO, Université de Rennes)
This workshop will be used to discuss the involvement of analytical and experimental platforms in the future "Genomics Research for Eco-Evolution and eNvironment" thematic network, to be set up in 2024-2025 by CNRS and INRAE. The workshop will be led by Philippe Vandenkoornhuyse, and is expected to bring together analytical platforms and personnel interested in environmental genomics.
8. Digital: mobilizing data for interoperability and publication [Wednesday morning, 8:30 - 10:30 am]
Organizer: Christian Pichot (AnaEE France)
The aim of this workshop is to identify participants interested in using AnaEE France tools to publish interoperable datasets, and to inform them of actions underway to propose "use cases". From the point of view of the "user of these digital services", the IT team will present the added value of the proposed tools and how to exploit them, both at the beginning and at the end of the processing chain via the "AnaEE France pipelines". The workshop will be led by Christian Pichot with the help of the AnaEE France IT team.
9. Collec-Science, a sample management information system [Wednesday morning, 8:30 - 10:30 am]
Organizer: Alyssa Clavreul (AnaEE France)
Sample management is an issue for many scientists, both in analytical laboratories and on experimental setups. Previous work by AnaEE France in collaboration with the RARe infrastructure has raised several needs in the community, including identifying digital solutions for sample management. The Collec-Science tool, developed as open-source software by the EABX laboratory since 2016 (INRAE Bordeaux - Nouvelle Aquitaine research center) offers the possibility of managing samples simply and accurately. This session will present the tool and its main functionalities, and will include a discussion of the possibilities for using Collec-Science at individual level (platform and/or laboratory) and at infrastructure level to enable the exchange of sample information between platforms that have chosen to use Collec-Science.
